Return Graded Assignments in a Timely Manner

Your instructor will return all graded assignments which were turned in on time within two weeks of receiving them.  Having your graded assignments returned in a timely manner will help you to follow your progress in the course.

Post All Graded Assignments to Blackboard

To help you keep track of your grades, your instructor will post all graded assignments to Blackboard.  These grades will be posted within two weeks of the assignments being turned in on time.

Maintain an Environment Conducive to Learning

Your instructor will report any problems with equipment (computers, air conditioning, heating, etc.) that hinders learning.
