Find two Allusions—Allusions referring to former text or situation.  Example:  “Five score years ago” alludes to Abraham Lincoln’s “Gettysburg Address.” There are historical, biblical, mythological allusions.
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Find three Sensory Images.  Sensory images use one or more of your five senses.  Example:  Seared in the flames of withering injustice.
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Find four Repetitions.  Repetition is repeating the same words to establish a dramatic effect. 
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Find one Alliteration.  Alliteration is using the same initial (first) letter or sound.  Example: Sally sells seashells.
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Find three Analogies.  Analogies are comparisons – metaphors or similes and are used to compare items.  Example:  Signing a promissory note to which every American was to fall heir . . .insufficient funds.
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
